SUMMARY OF RIGHTS

»  To be treated with fairness, respect and dignity

» To be informed of and present at all critical stages
of the criminal justice process

»  To be free from intimidation, harassment or abuse,
and to be informed about what steps can be taken if
there is any intimidation or harassment by a person
accused or convicted of the crime, or anyone acting
on the person’s behalf

> Notification of any change in the status of the accused

» To be heard at any court proceeding that involves a
bond reduction or modification, the acceptance of a
negotiated plea agreement or sentencing, or any
modification of sentence

»  To have restitution ordered and to be informed of
the right to pursue a civil judgment against the
person convicted of the crime

»  To the release of property after the case is settled
and it is no longer needed as evidence

» Notification of all case dispositions including
appeals

»  Timely notification of all court dates

»  Employer intercession

»  To be informed of the availability of financial
assistance and community services

» To be informed of all processes for enforcing
compliance

» At the discretion of the district attorney, the victim
has the right to view all or a portion of the pre-
sentence report of the probation department

»  To be informed of the results of any HIV testing
that is ordered and performed

If the victim is deceased or incapacitated, these rights
are guaranteed to the victim’s spouse, parent, child,
sibling, grandparent, significant other or lawful
representative.

»  Tiene el derecho de que se de una orden de
compensucion financier y ser informado del
derecho de hacer una demanda en la corte civil a
la persona acusada

»  Regreso de la propiedad que fue confiscada
despues de que el caso se halla solucionado y ya
no se necesita como evidencia

»  Notificaciacion de todas las disposiciones del
caso incluyendo apelaciones

»  Notificacion oportuna de todas las fechas de
corte

»  Intercesiéon o mediacion con el patron

»  Serinformado de la disponibilidad de asistencia
financiera y de recursos comunitarios

»  Ser informado de todos los procesos includyeudo

»  Revisar todo o parte del reporte sentencia del
Departamento de Libertad Condicional a la
discrecion del Fiscal del Distrito

»  Ser informado(a) de los resultados de cualquier
examen del Virus de Inmunodeficiencia Humana
(VIH) ordenado y realizado al acusado

Si la vicitima esta muerta o incapacitada, estos
derechos son garantizados para el(la) esposo(a),
padres, nifios, hermanos, abuelos, pareja y
representantes legales de la victima.

CRITICAL STAGES

Victims have the right to be informed and present at all
critical stages of the criminal justice process.

Filing of charges

Preliminary hearing

Any bond reduction or modification hearing
Arraignment

Motions hearings

Disposition hearings

Trial

Sentencing hearings

Post sentencing hearings
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If the defendant has been arrested, s/he has the right to
bail. If s/he does not make bail by the next business day,
s/he will appear before a Judge for Advisement on the
next available court date.

If you would like to be present at a hearing to address the
court, please contact Gilpin Victim Services prior to the
hearing date for information and/or accompaniment. On
the day of the hearing, it will be important to report to
the Clerk’s Office and let them know you are present and
would like to be heard.

In addition to the right to be informed and present, a
victim also has the right to be heard at hearings on bond
reduction, acceptance of a negotiated plea and at
sentencing. A victim has the right to give input to the
court regarding motions to continue.

You will be notified by mail by the Office of the District
Attorney of future critical stages as they are scheduled.

Colorado state law provides that affected
persons may enforce compliance with the
provisions of the Constitutional Amendment by
notifying the Governor’s Victims’
Compensation and Assistance Coordinating
Committee.
